Works to be included in this exhibition must be available May 2
through May 15.

TEACHERS: Teachers may submit one piece of artwork to be hung if
space allows.

ELIGIBILITY: All students who have taken classes at Elderfields since
Fall, 2010 are welcome to submit work. All work must have been done
in a class at Elderfields.

ENTRY FEE: There will be a $10 charge for all students to defray
reception and advertising costs.

ELIGIBLE ENTRIES: Work may be 2D or 3D and may not be larger
than 42" wide. Actual artwork must be submitted. No giclees or
reproductions will be accepted. Artwork may be in any medium
including, but not limited to, acrylic, oil, watercolor, pastel, drawing,
photography, collage and papier mache.

All artwork must be suitably framed and wired for hanging, with the
exception of children's & teen work which must be neatly mounted or
matted. All work should be labeled on the back with student’s name,
phone number, title of piece and medium.

All work
must remain on view for the duration of the exhibit.

LIABILITY & INSURANCE: The Liability Waiver on the entry form
must be signed by the artist submitting artwork for consideration. It is
the responsibility of the participating artist to insure or self-insure any
work submitted for inclusion in this exhibit.

+ Take Port Washington Blvd. south toward Northern Blvd.

«+ After the intersection of Port Washington Blvd. and
Bonnie Heights Rd., Elderfields is approximately 1/2 mile on right
